Q:  How is Head Start English different from 

LINC class?
A:   LINC offers free English classes, but there 

may be a waiting period after registration 
due to high demand. While waiting, you 
can join Head Start English. Studying in 
this program will not affect your LINC 
enrollment. 

Q:  Can I take the course online? 
A:   The English classes in this program are   	

only available in-person, near Scott Road 
Skytrain station in Surrey. Our online 
sessions are presentations focusing on 
settlement and employment topics. We 
recommend joining both in-person and 
online sessions. 

Q:  Will I get a report card or certificate? 
A:   No. Since the course is only 6 weeks, no   

report cards or certificates are given. 

Q:   Are there childcare options for when I   
take classes?

A:   Childcare options are not provided for this 
program. 

Our course lasts 6 weeks. Classes are in the 
evenings, Monday to Thursday.
